These rules were developed under the legislation of the Republic of Belarus to
regulate the order of provided services of a sauna Boutique Hotel Buta (hereinafter -
the Sauna).

These rules have been prepared in order to ensure a pleasant stay, create a good

mood and to avoid adverse situations and injuries.

The rules of using the Sauna are the same for all visitors.

Guests are required to familiarize themselves with these Rules before using the
services. Payments (cash or payment-on-account) are consistent with these Rules
and with the confirmation of their acquaintance.

These rules are posted on the information board (hall - 1st floor) and the
information folder (sauna - ground floor).

The administration has the right to declare non-working days during the year.
Information on the termination of the sauna, the changes in the schedule are placed
on the information board in the lobby and at the reception in advance.

You should make pre-payment to visit the Sauna (either at the reception or by
Internet payments).” The cost of sauna services is determined by the current Price
List, approved in the established procedure.

If the guest refuses to visit the Sauna less than 12 hours before the start of the
session, the cost of 1 (One) hour stay in the sauna is charged from the guest.

The administrator accompanies guests to the sauna after the payment services.

Only the hotel guests may visit the sauna area free of charge at the time set by the
administration.

Guests are required to follow the generally accepted rules and norms of behavior,
behave respectfully towards other guests and the service staff. Please, avoid actions
that may create danger to others.

The visitor may stay in the sauna according to the paid time session.

When a group of people visit the Sauna, the responsibility
for holding to these rules applies to all visitors to the sauna individually.
Responsibility for the consequences resulting from ignorance and / or non-
compliance these Rules is borne personally by each guest of the Sauna. Parents,
guardians, or other adults accompanying guests aged under 18 years old are
responsible for acquaintance with these Rules and follow them.

The book of comments and suggestions is available at the hotel reception, is made
according to the legislation of the Republic of Belarus and is issued upon request of
the guest.

The administration of Buta Hotel Boutique guarantees that the quality of Sauna
services is in accordance with the quality standards established for this type of
service, including safety, fire safety and sanitary-epidemiological requirements.
